Types of building products
There are two classes of designated building products with different information requirements for each. The below 
summarises the information that must be provided for each class of product and when the information must be made 
available.

Class 1: Batch or mass-produced products

Batch or mass-produced products that are typically available for retail or wholesale purchase. For example, cladding 
products, mechanical fixings, insulation products, internal lining, roofing products, structural wood-based products, 
structural steel and reinforcing products, sanitary plumbing, and drainage products, including tapware (note: this is not 
an exhaustive list).

Class 2: Custom-made lines of products

Custom-made lines of products that are made to order to client specifications. For example, external window joinery and 
doors that have been customised to the specifications of individual clients (for example, specifications on dimensions 
and glass type).

MBIE provides resources to support manufacturers, importers, wholesalers, distributors, and retailers to understand 
what their obligations are, and how to meet them.

Background
The Building Amendment Act 2021 introduced new minimum information requirements for building products to support 
better informed decision-making by building consent authorities, building owners, builders, and designers. The new 
regulations designate several building products for which building product information must be provided and establish 
the minimum requirements for that information. 

The new regulations will ensure better and more consistent information is available for these products, helping 
inform building consent authority decisions on building consent applications. This should result in fewer requests 
for information, and therefore faster processing times. In addition, the requirements will ensure people, including 
homeowners, are given the information they need to make good decisions about products, and use and maintain them 
as intended.

	032: SURFACE PREPARATION:

If the surface is not prepared in accordance with the recommendations below, do not apply the coating until the 

surface is prepared in accordance with the recommendations in Section 16.

New timber: 

• Dressed timber: Sand to remove mill glaze. Sand linearly along the timber grain using up to 180 grit paper 

(for exterior timber) or 240 grit paper (for interior timber). Sand the full length of the timber. Do not sand in 

small areas. Sand lightly. Do not over sand. Sand to ensure timber is free from raised or woolly grain, 

planning burrs or other machining defects. After sanding, ensure all sanding dust is removed before 

coating.

• Bandsawn timber: Brush along the direction of the grain to remove dust, loose timber fibres and debris. 

After brushing, turn timber over and knock several times to ensure loose fibres fall off before coating.

Weathered timber: 

Before coating, carry out any restoration work, such as replacement of weatherboards, and carry out a strong wash

on the timber in accordance with our care and maintenance instructions in Section 16.

Previously coated timber: 

Before coating, strip back any stain or polyurethane coatings to bare timber and carry out a strong wash on the 

timber in accordance with our care and maintenance instructions in Section 16 and ensuring any degraded loose 

product is removed. Never sand or scrape timber to remove stains, as that will result in patchy sanding or scraping 

marks on the timber surface that will show through after coating.

	026: All preparation and painting must conform to AS2311: The Painting of Buildings.Timber must be dry with moisture content less than 18%



Dressed timber must be sanded to remove mill glaze.  Do not apply this product in temperatures below 10 degrees Celsius or above 35 degrees Celsius, or when rain or heavy dew is expected during the drying period. In hot temperatures do not apply in direct sunlight. 



Incorrect coverage rates will cause Dryden WoodOil to be unable to diffuse in to the timber and remain wet on the surface.  Cool temperatures will cause Dryen WoodOil to become more viscous and will therefore take longer to diffuse in to the timber.

	034: • Dryden recommends annual maintenance inspections and soft washing to keep the building in optimum condition. 

• In some circumstances, due to localised environmental conditions, soft washing will be required more regularly.

• Inspections help with the early identification of maintenance requirements and minor issues before they become 

large expensive problems.

• Recent changes to the Building Code mean most timber cladding manufacturers provide proprietary systems. 

These systems require not only the correct materials being supplied and installed but also that timber is correctly 

maintained to ensure the required durability is met. In addition to having a new build signed off, there must be a 

maintenance programme in place for timber cladding. 

• When timber maintenance is neglected and poorly maintained defects can occur, which may result in extensive 

and avoidable damage to the durability of the timber. 

• When the timber is maintained in a systematic way, warranties for the timber building systems are met.
